4. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

5. VENUE
Activities will be located at the Anacortes Yacht Club.

6. COURSES

Race Courses will be in the vicinity of Fidalgo Bay. An effort will be made
to run a medium distance race on Saturday in the Guemes Channel near
the Bier on the Pier town event. Races may be held near Jack Island if
conditions warrant on Sunday.
